If there are more than 35-40 persons attending the 
workshop a Scientific Committee will decide on the basis of the abstract which person will be 
reimbursed taken into account that at least one delegate per country will be reimbursed.

By plane 
The nearest airports are the International Airport in Frankfurt/am Main and the airport 
Frankfurt-Hahn (only Rhyanair)  
 
If you arrive at the Airport in Frankfurt (FRA): 
The easiest way with public transports is to take the subway to Wiesbaden (local railway 
station at terminal 1, level 1, platform 1-3.). 
From the main station in Wiesbaden you have to take the regional express train to 
Geisenheim (direction “Koblenz”) (about 20 min to Geisenheim). From the station to the 
Geisenheim Research Institute by feet

If you arrive at the Airport Frankfurt -Hahn:
